The NCHBA portion which is allocable to 

lobbying is 28% and the NAHB portion is 14%. 

For a member who pays their NCHBA dues of $60.00 in 2009, 

$16.80 will not be eligible for deduction, and for NAHB dues of 

$150.00, $21.00 is not deductible.

The Associa-
tion, at its Annual Meet-
ing, shall elect seventeen 
(17) local Officers and 
Directors.  The Board of 
Directors shall be the 
governing body of the 
Association.  Qualifica-
tions for Board Member: 
must be a member in 
good standing for 2 years 
of local HBA or transfer 
from other HBA, and 
have served actively on a 
standing committee.
